TEAMWORK PROJECT RUBRIC

The following will be used in determining the final grade for the teamwork project.

Participation—All students will be expected to assist in the building of the rocket launcher.  Students will then be broken into teams of two-three students to construct water bottle rockets.  Students will accumulate 10 points per day during the discussion and construction phases of this project.  If a student is absent, these points can not be made up.
_____  Total participation points possible:  60 pts—(This will vary depending on the number of days needed in the construction phase of the rockets and launchers.)
Teamwork Characteristics—The following are characteristics that lead to successful teams.  Students applying these characteristics during the construction phase of the launcher and rockets will receive three (3) points per characteristic.  While this is somewhat subjective, students should be able to demonstrate an understanding of each characteristic and then apply the definition of the characteristic while working with their team members. 
_____  Honesty—Team members must be honest with each other.
_____  Selflessness—Willing to put the team’s interests above their own.
_____  Dependability—The performance of each individual depends to some extent on the work of the other team members.
_____  Enthusiasm—Helps team members persevere when the going gets tough.
_____  Responsibility—Team members take responsibility for their own work and that of the team—don’t blame others when things go wrong.
_____  Cooperativeness—Team members must cooperate in order to meet the same goal.
_____  Initiative—Recognizing what needs to be done and doing it without waiting to be told—never say “that’s not my job.”
_____  Patience—Learning to work together on a daily basis using human relations skills.
_____  Resourcefulness—Finding a way to get the job done regardless of obstacles.
_____  Punctuality—On time, on schedule shows respect for other team members, customers, and stakeholders.
_____  Tolerance/sensitivity—Diversity (race, gender, religion, culture, age, politics, etc.) can strengthen a team as long as members are tolerant to these differences.
_____  Perseverance—Persists unrelentingly in completing a task, regardless of obstacles.

_____  Team prepared two rockets for launch.  4 pts
