Assignment 4

1. Your first task is to create a personal webpage. If you already have one, please start the page for this assignment from scratch. 

Your webpage should be stored in a file named “mypage.html”. 

Your webpage should include the following features:

· Your name in large font centered up at the top of the webpage (create using an <h1> tag).
· Three sub-sections: School, Work, and Fun. Each section should have 2 or 3 paragraphs. The school one should tell us your major and your goals and it should make 2 or 3 references to Ashland Community and Technical College.

· The work section should tell us about where you work or have worked or plan to work. Link the name of any companies or organizations to their website if they have one.

· Your page should also have a photo on the left or right side of the page, with the paragraphs for the section to which it relates running alongside it. (Do not use a table for this.)

· The fun section should include a list of hobbies or activities you like to participate in. At least  two of these hobbies should be linked to external websites.
Make sure your webpage runs without errors through the W3C validator.

2. Add a cascading style sheet to your webpage. The cascading style sheet should be stored as an external file named “mypage.css” which is loaded into the main HTML file using the <link> tag.

At minimum your style sheet you should:

· Change the font used throughout the document to sans-serif.
· Add <span> tags and setup your style sheet so that every time the word “Ashland Community and Technical College” or "ACTC" appears, it is in red and is in bold.
· Setup your links to use the “:hover” pseudo-class to change from blue/purple to red when you mouse over them.

· Change the subheading to a serif font and make them red. 

· Put a red border around the picture.

· Change the background to some other color.

When doing your assignment remember to use your resources:
· Have your textbook nearby.
