	Course Materials

	Students are required to keep course materials in a three-ring binder, using plastic page protectors and separating each section with dividers or tabs.  Sections will include:  Syllabus, Journal, Glossary, Observations, etc. I have found that a good notebook/portfolio is an excellent tool for showing (proving) what you have done in class when attempting to transfer to another institution or for organizing materials for use in your work. 

Save pizza boxes, construction paper, folders, poster board, crayon pieces, games pieces, etc., for class projects.  In other words, don’t throw anything away unless you know you won’t be able to use it to make something in this class!  I hope you have a junk room in your house and that your significant others are very understanding!
Students are required to have KCTCS Liability Insurance before any observations of children can be done.  The insurance is $20.00/year and should be purchased through your college.

Students must have Child Abuse and Neglect background checks (CAN) prior to doing any observations of children.

Students are required to have proof of a negative TB skin test or x-ray prior to observing children.

Please contact your IECE Program Coordinator and have her send an email to me stating that you have a complete file within the first two weeks of class.  Observations begin early in the semester.

	Withdrawal Policy

	From the end of the drop/add period through midterm of the session, a student may withdraw from a course and receive a “W”.  From the first day after midterm until the last day of course work of the session, a student may, at the instructor’s discretion, withdraw from a course and the instructor will assign a grade of “W” at withdrawal.  The student must initiate the official withdrawal.  No grade will be reported for a student who fails to pay registration fees in accordance with established policy or who withdraws by the last day to drop without a grade.

“W” – Withdrawal represents a withdrawal from class without completing course requirements.  A student may officially withdraw from any class up to and including the date of mid-term with a “W” grade.  After the date of mid-term and through the last class of the semester or session, the student may officially request a “W” grade which may be given at the discretion of the instructor.  Each instructor shall state on the first or second class meeting the factors to be used in determining the assignment of a “W” grade during the discretionary period.  An instructor shall not assign a student a “W” grade for a class unless the student has officially withdrawn from that class in a manner prescribed by the college.  The grade of “W” may be assigned by the Community College Appeals Board in cases involving a violation of student academic rights.  It may not be assigned to a student found guilty of an academic offense without permission of the instructor in whose class the offense occurred.  A president of a college (or designee) may, if the student concurs, assign the grade of “W” to a student who has been reported to the president for unsatisfactory scholarship or excessive absences and who, after being reported, has made no improvement.
If you are receiving Title IV funds (financial aid, grants, or loans) and you do not successfully complete, or prematurely withdraw from this course, you could owe a portion of the money and be required to pay it back to the lender!  Please check with the Financial Aid Office before dropping this, or any, class.
Withdrawal will not be permitted the last week of class before final exams.  Any student wishing to withdraw after midterm and before the last week of class must first meet with the instructor and the IECE Program Coordinator.  At that time the student must provide documentation of a reasonable cause for withdrawal.


	Incomplete Grade Policy

	“I” – Incomplete represents part of the coursework remains unfinished.  It shall be given only when there is a reasonable possibility that a passing grade will result from completion of the work.  The instructor shall not give an “I” grade when the reason for incompleteness is unsatisfactory.  The instructor and student will contract requirements for completion of course with the time limit for completion not to exceed a maximum of one year; failure to do so will result in a change of grade from “I” to “E”.

Each college shall maintain a record of incomplete grades recorded in courses of that college.  This record, completed by the instructor at the time the grade “I” is reported, shall include:  (1) the name and number of the student; (2) the course number and hours of credit; (3) semester or session and year of enrollment; (4) signature of the instructor; (5) a brief statement of the reason(s) for recording the incomplete grade; and, (6) an adequate guide for removal of the incomplete grade.  In the instructor’s absence, the division chairperson or the designee shall forward to the president (or designee) the appropriate letter grade to replace the incomplete grade.

Incompletes will be given on an individual basis in IECE classes after meeting with the instructor and Program Coordinator and providing documentation of a reasonable cause for not completing the class in a timely manner.  The grade for the class will be lowered one letter after the course work is completed.


	Make-up and Late Work Policies:
Assignments are due on the date and at the time they are assigned to be due.  Every day late constitutes a 10% deduction of points up to one week.  After one week they will not be accepted.  Family vacations, conflicts with assignments for other classes and conflicts with work are not considered to be acceptable reasons for turning in late assignments.  

	


	Classroom/Lab Policies

Regular attendance and participation are required.  Since points are given for in-class activities, lost points can very quickly lower your grade.  Only illness and emergencies will be considered as good reasons to miss a class.  If you must be absent, call me for make up work, etc.  Presentations, quick writes and group discussions can not be made up.
Cell phones must be turned off before entering the classroom.  If you think there is a good reason for leaving your phone on, check with me before class begins.  You may be allowed to keep the phone on vibrate and leave the room when it rings.  Remind your family and friends not to call while you are in class unless there is an emergency.
